     Ron has been voted the #1 George Jones Tribute Show Artist!         
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George Glenn Jones was born on September 12th 1931 in Saratoga, Texas.
George Jones is considered the greatest Country singer of all time, but he has also been a 
victim of it’s lifestyle.  He learned to play the guitar in his youth, and in 1947 he was hired 
by the husband-and-wife duo Eddie and Pearl. This lead to George’s own radio program 
and a fellow disc jockey, noting his close-set eyes and turned-up nose nicknamed him
 “The Possum.”

George was in the Marines in 1950 , when he came home his career soared. In November 
of 1953 he was signed by Pappy Daily to the new Starday Label. He had his “First Country 
Hit” in 1955 with “Why Baby Why,”. George Jones’s first #1 hit was called “White Lighting” 
Also he has had 450 albums which 168 songs went on the charts. He had 14 number One Hits 

that was released in the United States and the United Kingdom alone.

George’s was first married in 1950 at the age of 18 to Dorothy Bonvillion and soon had a 
daughter Susan. They were separated within a year. His second marriage was in 1954 to 
Shirley Corley. They had two sons, Jeffrey and Brian. He next married fellow Country 
Music singer Tammy Wynette in 1969. They were married until 1975. Jones adopted 
Tammy’s three daughters Tina, Gwen and Jackie shortly after the birth of his biological 
Daughter Georgette. 
They say the fourth time is a charm, or more like a life saver! In 1983 
George married Nancy Sepulvado, the woman who changed his life and kept this Country 
Music Legend alive and well. Quote from Ron Crites! There is no one that can fill George 
Jones Shoes, all I want to do is “Keep Um’ Walking”!! I hope everyone enjoys the history 
and talent of George Jones as much as I do.
